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Clear Vision Needed to Get Results

for Children in 2008

onsider this for a

moment. There are

50,000 Minnesota
children under the age of 5
living in poverty. When a
child in poverty reaches
school age, they are on
average 18 months behind developmentally.

What in the world do we expect to happen to

these children? Failure awaits so many of them and
their failure shows up in school drop out rates,
long-term health problems, criminal activity,
incarceration, lost productivity, and our loss as a
society. It is also very costly to address these
problems when children are older.

Minnesota’s child poverty rates have risen
quickly in this decade, and now 12 percent of our
children live under the poverty line. The eight
counties with the highest rates of poverty are all in
greater Minnesota so it is not only an inner-city
urban problem. It affects every Minnesota county,
and is a condition that we should find intolerable
for any child anywhere in our state.

It is time for clearer vision, forceful action and
better results. Our future depends on it.

Our elected official—both here in Minnesota
and in Washington, D.C.— have begun to realize
we can't continue to neglect children and their
families. They have slowed the devastating cuts
that have increased our poverty rates and have left

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CDF Minnesota Now Working in Neighboring
States to Strengthen Advocacy for Children

hildren’s Defense Fund (CDF) Minnesota is
C now using its experience and success in

Minnesota to reach out to advocates in
neighboring states to help them work on behalf of
children.

CDF Lead Organizer Norma Bourland, is leading
the effort in lowa, Montana, North Dakota and South
Dakota by connecting existing state advocacy groups,
faith leaders, community based service providers, and
civic leaders with CDF Minnesota’s efforts to improve
the lives of children and their families.

“By adding our strength to the good work already
being done in our neighboring states,” Bourland said,
“we are getting greater attention of policymakers who
can make a difference in children’ lives.”

Healthy Kids a Focus of the Effort

Organizing and obtaining support for the All
Healthy Children’s Act in the U.S. Congress, which
would guarantee every child comprehensive health
care coverage, is one way CDF Minnesota is working
in other states.

More than 100 organizations from lowa, Montana,

North Dakota and South Dakota, and Minnesota
have endorsed this legislation, adding to the list of
1,100 other endorsements from across the country.
CDF will continue to build support for the bill and
the endorsements will be used to demonstrate to
Congress how important covering all children is to
people across the country. A summary of the bill along
with the endorsement list can be found at
www.childrensdefense.org.

Beyond children’s health coverage, CDF
Minnesota is working in neighboring states to
increase participation in the National Observance of
Children’s Sabbath among the interfaith community.
Children’s Sabbath workshops were held in lowa,
Montana and North Dakota and many congregations
participated for the first time. (See article below.)

“It is our intention to work in partnership with
other organizations and leaders in each of these states
to hold community forums, offer Children’s Sabbath
workshops, share research reports and advocacy
materials to create a strong voice for children to
compel lawmakers to invest in the health and well-
being of children,” Bourland said.

MN Congregations Lead Nation in Observing Children’s Sabbath

ore congregations in Minnesota celebrated

Children’s Sabbath than in any other state, with
more than 600 communities of varied faith traditions
setting aside a service during October to raise
awareness of the need to value every child.

This year, Children’s Sabbath focused on the
problem of children living without health coverage.
There are 9 million uninsured children across the
country, including 85,000 in Minnesota.
Congregants were called upon to join the national
advocacy effort to speak out on behalf of policies to
increase coverage for children.

MN Congregations Working for Children

Church of St. Philip in North Minneapolis identifies
itself as “a small urban parish in a challenged and
challenging neighborhood with several programs for
children and teens of the neighborhood in after
school, evening and weekend programs.” They partic-
ipate in Children’s Sabbath every year, involving their
children in every aspect of the service and renew their
commitment to continue reaching out to meet the

needs of the children in their neighborhood.

Mt. Zion Temple, St. Paul, celebrated Children’s
Sabbath this year by inviting CDF Minnesota
Director Jim Koppel who highlighted the health care
needs of Minnesota’s children. As a result, the social
action committee will lead the congregation over the
next year to advocate for public policies that provide
for the needs of every child, especially health care
coverage for all our children.

The observance of Children’s Sabbath provides an
opportunity for congregations to be informed about
the well-being of our children and then fulfill their
call to seek justice for them. The annual resource

More State Lawmakers Voted on Behalf of Kids in 2007

early two-thirds of Minnesota state
N legislators voted strongly on behalf of

the state’s 1.2 million children and their
families in 2007, according to the Children’s
Defense Fund (CDF) Action Council’s annual
legislative scorecard released recently.

The scorecard rated legislators on key 2007
votes that had a significant impact on the well-
being of children, with a special focus on efforts
to reverse the fast-growing number of kids

without health coverage. The votes also included
issues such as child care, and early education
programs, as well as votes on prohibiting
smoking in indoor public places, and support
for a minimum wage increase. Budget votes
were also included.

“A strong majority of Minnesota legislators
understand how important it is to the future of
our state to invest in children,” said Jim Koppel,
Director of Children’s Defense Fund Minnesota.
“Their votes on behalf of children in 2007 led
to some important progress on key issues.
Unfortunately, we still have 20 percent of our
legislators who did not vote for even one of
these initiatives. With 85,000 Minnesota
children living without health coverage and a
steep rise in the number living poverty, we have
a lot of work to do to ensure children’s basic
needs are met.”

Forty-two of 67 Senators
(63 percent) scored 83% or
above on the five votes
important to child well-
being tracked in the
scorecard. Forty Senators
received a perfect 100%.
Sixteen Senators (24
percent) voted with the
CDF Action Council
position just 20 percent or less of the time, with
11 receiving a score of 0%.

The 134-member House had 84 members
score 80% or higher on the six votes tracked,
with 58 members voting with the CDF Action
Council position 100% of the time. Thirty-six
House members scored just 17% or less on the
key votes, with 29 of those scoring 0%.

Progress made in 2007 on Issues
Impacting Children

Koppel said the 2007 Legislature had a key
opportunity to enact the Children’s Health
Security Act (CHSA), which would have provid-
ed health coverage for all Minnesota children.
While the legislation passed the House after sev-
eral attempts to kill it or weaken it, the measure
was not enacted in final legislation. The bill did
provide the impetus, however, for lawmakers to
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expand health cover-

age for an additional

35,000 children
beginning in 2008.

Lawmakers also
added resources to
allow more working
families to get needed
child care assistance,
and increased
investment in other early education programs.
“We know very well that every dollar we

invest in children comes back to our state many
fold over a child’s life,” Koppel said. “That’s why
it is very encouraging to have so many
lawmakers voting for policies that improve child
well-being. Now we need to build on that
progress and finish the work we have started to
ensure we do the best we can for all Minnesota
children and their families.”

ABOUT THE CDF ACTION COUNCIL

The CDF Action Council educates the nation
about the needs of children and encourages
preventive investments in their well-being.
It began as a private, nonprofit organization
under Section 501(c)(4) of the Internal
Revenue Code. It has never accepted
government funds.

The CDF Action Council recognized
lawmakers as “Legislative Children’s
Champions” if they scored 100% on
the key votes for children in 2007
and also signed onto the Children’s
Health Security Act and voted against
attempts to weaken or kill the meas-
ure. Thirty-seven members of the
House received that honor.
